Foundation

Our first meeting of November saw Richard
Green from Wolverhampton RC join us to
talk about Rotary’s own charity, Foundation.

]
Richard Green chair of‘Humanitarian
Programmes and a member of District
1210 Rotary Foundation Committee

Richard explained that whilst many myths
have grown up around Foundation the
name is simply an Americanism for Charity
and we should think of it in the same way.

Richard went on to give details of how the
money received into Foundation is invested
on a 3-year cycle meaning the interest
earned covers all the administration costs of
the scheme so that every penny raised can
be dedicated to helping those in need.

The good news is that Foundation had
minimal exposure to any of the institutions
badly affected by the recent financial crisis
as a prudent investment approach is
adhered to and for instance all Polio Plus
money is held in US Government Reserves.

Richard went on to explain that $118m was
donated last year, including $3.5m from
Google and £30m from the Canadian
Government for Polio Plus.

Turning to where the money is spent
Richard described how Foundation focuses
on a number of key areas such as
education, health, hunger & human
development.

District received $75,428 this year from
Foundation. This provides for ‘Matching
Grants’, and there is nearly always money
left over because clubs simply don’t ask for
enough!

Matching Grants are where a UK club
partners with a Rotary Club abroad to run a
project. District Simplified Grants on the
other hand are an agreement between a
Club and District, who will match $ for $ the
Club’s contribution. This can be used for
smaller local projects such as buying

"Jl equipment for disabled children or providing
! respite breaks for carers.

Finally Richard turned to Polio Plus which
started in 1985. Since then 2 billion children
have been vaccinated, 210 countries have
been declared polio free and only 4
countries still have a status of endemic.

Much food for thought on the night and the
Club thanked Richard for a fascinating talk
that revealed many interesting facts we had
previously been unaware of. The challenge
now is to come up with a project which
could benefit from one of the two grants
schemes open to us.
