Telford & Wrekin Division is split into five 
command areas Central, Newport, North, 
South and Wellington and there are 20 
Local Policing Teams within the Division 
which employs around 322 police officers 
and 136 police staff, as well as Community 
Support Officers and Special Constables. 
 

On average 14,000 crimes and 15,000 anti-
social behaviour incidents a year are 
recorded within Telford & Wrekin and 
James noted that the challenge is as 
always to reduce these numbers. 
 

James reminded us that Police Officers are 
human. They need to balance priorities by 
listening, understanding and meeting the 
needs of the public and doing this 
consistently is their biggest challenge.

James introduced himself as Bristol born 
but having spent most of his life in 
Shropshire. He joined the Police force in 
1991 and has spent much of his time as a 
member of the Telford Division firstly as a 
probationer at the Wellington station before 
working his way up through the ranks. 
 

His current role as Deputy Divisional 
Commander is an operations role reporting 
directly to the Divisional Commander, Chief 
Superintendent Peter Robinson.  
 

James joked that at times he wasnôt exactly 
sure what his job is but went on to describe 
a number of key points about West Mercia 
Police Authority in general and  the role of a 
local police division in relation to the many 
other local agencies involved in fighting 
crime and other aspects of social welfare. 
 

The Police Authority was created in 1994  
and the force, which is divided into five 
divisions, which match the boundaries of 
our local authorities Herefordshire, North 
Worcestershire, Shropshire, South 
Worcestershire and Telford & Wrekin, is 
ranked as one of the top performing in 
England and Wales.
